2. Resume - This should include work, education and volunteer experience, as well as, honors, awards, & citations you have received, & email address.

3. Transcripts from all colleges attended - Official transcripts issued to the student are acceptable.

4. Two Letters of Recommendation – These references should be professional references (such as a teacher or program director) AND must be accompanied by a Performance Review Sheet. They should be in sealed envelopes with the signature of the recommender across the seal of the envelope.

5. A 500 word response to EACH of the essay questions.
6. All applications must be postmarked by MARCH 1, 2011.
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
